L Relevance of the problem

The study is on a relevant and important issue of agro-economic science, whose comprehensions
go beyond the research field and have notable practical implications. The volume of the
dissertation is 234 pages, of which over 200 are an essential research on the topic, which is
collected in three consistent and appropriately separated chapters. The literature and reference
reviewing in Chapter I, as well as the accomplished analysis in Chapter II demonstrate in-depth
and profound work done by the author, which not only meets the needs of the study, but also
testifies of improving the scientific qualification of the PhD student for acquiring the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor”. The author studies the topic through the prism of the institutional
environment, and not only scrutinized it through the resource point of view of agricultural land,
as an economic input of production, along with expanding the context in which this important
production factor should be evaluated and analyzed. Land relations, although a relevant and
important theme that has drawn up the research attention in recent decades, cannot be completed
and poses new challenges, especially with the EU accession of the country and the CAP
implementation. As the author himself points out, "a large part of the owners and managers of
agricultural land are dissatisfied with the burdensome administrative processes of restitution of
land ownership", which shows that despite the existence of a currently working solution for
agricultural land to be used and managed purposefully, critical issues remain sensitive, related to
the governance of the derived aspects of property rights - possession, management and output
use out of ownership.

I1. Purpose, tasks and research methods (hypotheses of the dissertation)

The goal, tasks and hypotheses are clearly defined. The presented thesis is largely correct and
provides a solid basis for conducting research and analysis and to test and verify the noted
hypotheses. The proposed dissertation is of sufficient quality in terms of theoretical review,
analysis, methodological approach, conclusions and recommendations. General view and
discourse are demonstrated in research topics, as well as good and relevant use of the
methodological bundle of scientific methods, which gives the work sufficient scientific capacity



to be qualified as a dissertation scientific work. The dissertation is written both scientifically
sound and understandably and accessible to a wider range of readers, which further enhances the
merits of the work.

I1. Visual presentation and interpretation of the obtained results. References

One of the great advantages of the dissertation is placing and conflating conclusions after each of
the main parts. The author understands and correctly uses a holistic approach to conducting
research and deriving results. The introduction of the PESTLE analysis and the Williamson
approach to institutional analysis provides justification and sustainability of the results achieved
and the conclusions wrapped up. The author successfully and methodically correctly interprets
and draws his conclusions. The conclusions made that "frequently changing legislation that
creates uncertainty in the use of land resources on farms" is reliably demonstrated by narrating
and describing changes in land legislation. The stated conclusion that "the new institutional
framework leads to inequalities and dynamic economic conditions, with different influence in the
sub-sectors and industries of Bulgarian agriculture" is principally correct and sufficiently
supported by references from other studies. The author makes a deep and sufficiently extensive
literary review, as one of the benefit of the work is the support by the references to the assertions
and assumptions. The total number of used literature includes over 242 reference sources in
Bulgarian and foreign languages, which unequivocally shows the exhorting scientific nature of
the dissertation.

IV. Contributions of the dissertation

A review and evaluation of the contributions made by the author himself is used to review the
contributions. They are synthesized in several stances:

"Shows the importance of problems in the use of land resources for the development of economic
theory, for the evolution and improvement of economic schools in historical terms and in current
times"

This contribution is fully justified and protected, and the review of the literature and
developments in this area is sufficiently extensive and comprehensive. The author works both
with neoclassical tools for analysis at the macro and sectoral level, and makes a sufficiently
complete analysis of the institutional and social factors that characterize the issue of land
relations.

"Reveals the complex influence of the factors creating dynamism to the institutional environment
in Bulgarian agriculture. Applies PESTLE for the first time in the analysis of agriculture and the
study of land relations in our country ".

The claim that the PESTLE analysis was applied for the first time in a study on agriculture is a
strong enough argument for the novelty of the study. PESTLE analysis is a tool for strategic
marketing analysis, which, however, is used by the author to prove his results and conclusions.

"Adapts the current theoretical model for the Four Levels of Social Analysis, which ensures the
application of holism in analyzing the institutional environment and studying the relationships



between the development of land relations and their impact on socio-economic changes in the
agricultural system".

Although it is not structurally well clarified what exact adaptation has been made to
Williamson's institutional-hierarchical model, the very reference and adoption of the ideas and
research perspective of the Williamson scientific model is scientifically significant.
Undoubtedly, the study of the interrelationships between land relations and socio-economic
changes in agriculture is an important contribution to the work.

Detection of imbalances in Bulgarian agriculture with the application of the innovative EU
CAPRI model.

Getting acquainted with the work and specifics of the CAPRI model, which models the possible
situation in Bulgarian agriculture is very useful and shows the inquisitiveness of the author.
Linking the overall analysis of land relations with the specific sectoral economic dimensions is
appropriate and should be taken into account, as an author’s merit.

V. Publication activity and evaluation of the quality of scientific publications

One of the most impressive aspects of the PhD candidate's work is her publishing activity. The
total number of articles, reports, mutual parts in collective monographs and other scientific
publications is 22, which was done within 4 years. The predominant part of them are in peer-
reviewed editions, and one of them is in an impact factor edition, in scientific world databases.
About 13 of the publications are sole author papers, which shows the significant achievements of
the candidate. Participation in various scientific forums for these 4 years is also a very
convincing argument that confirms the seriousness and potential of the PhD candidate.

VI. Critical remarks, questions and recommendations to the candidate

Despite the indisputable research advantages of the proposed dissertation, similarly to almost any
research work, some weaknesses can be identified and recommendations might be made and
proposed. Some of the more important issues that arise are:

The author mentions and draws attention to property rights that are central to land relations, but
whether in the five-component or three-component property right layer (possession,
management, use), what is the distribution of rights and liabilities between landowner, tenant,
titleholder and third party and how these relationships change and allocate resources in the
different phases of land reforms is also key to investigate and assess in the future.

The author's first hypothesis that "the transition from a hierarchical and planned to a market
economy without economic analysis and an appropriate legislative framework leads to the
fragmentation of land ownership" should be placed under further scrutiny and clarification. The
author could explain this hypothesis; from what perspective it is considered in the terms of
efficiency-justice dichotomy.



In the economic analysis of the dissertation there is a need for more emphasis on the amount of
land costs on total costs and in the factor profitability of individual agricultural productions.
Detailed calculations have been made regarding the payback and return on land investments. At
the same time, it is good to clarify the assertion that "there is a negative correlation between the
price of land and SAPS payments and a negative correlation between the price of rent and SAPS
payments". Does this mean that with the increase in SAPS payments and rent payments, the price
of land decreases?

CONCLUSION:

Based on the overall, substantiated and consistent analyses along with derived conclusions and
recommendations made in the proposed dissertation, complemented by the demonstrated skills
and ability to comprehend and apply of leading methodological tools, using different research
methods, the work and whole educational knowledge of the PhD candidate can be highly praised.
The significant publication work of the PhD candidate as well as her activity in various scientific
events and activities prove both her consistency, the accumulated experience and acquired
knowledge during the educational mastering. In view of the above-stated and on the basis of
acquaintance with all materials and evidences regarding the PhD candidate, I believe that the
presented dissertation meets the necessity requirements of the Law for the Promoticn of the
Academic Personnel and the Regulations on the rules and conditions for obtaining scientific
degrees and holding academic positions in the Agricultural Academy, which gives motives and
reasons to evaluate the dissertation POSITIVE.

In pursuance of above, I propose to confer Mihaela Mihailova Mihailova the scientific degree
"Doctor of Philosophy" in the realm of High education level "Social Sciences", under the
professional field 3.8. "Economics”, scientific major "Economics and Management
(Agriculture)".
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
